
REGISTRATION INFORMATION 2009 
 

The Waltham Connie Mack Baseball League will be holding registrations for new and returning players on 
March 11, 2009 from 5:30pm to 8pm at the Park and Recreation building at 314 Totten Pond Rd., Waltham, at 
the base of Prospect Hill across from skating rink. 
 
NOTE: Starting with the 2009 season:  
 
A first year player cannot play both Legion Baseball and in the Connie Mack League.  After being in the 
league for at least one year, players are allowed to play in both leagues. 
 
The Connie Mack League will not be providing pants to players. 
 
Attached are the forms to download and bring with you to registration. First year players must show an official 
birth certificate, or copy at this time. The league is open to players no older that 19 (Birth date on or before July 
31, 1989). 
 
Registration fees are as follows: 
 Waltham Resident $115.00 + ($50.00 returnable fee) = $165.00 
 2nd or 3rd child $65.00 total (family maximum) = $230.00 
 
 Non-resident $165.00 + ($50.00 returnable fee) = $215.00 
 2nd and 3rd child $90.00 (family maximum) = $305.00 
 
Cash is accepted, or checks payable to Waltham Connie Mack Baseball. If you cannot make registration, 
send check and forms to Greg Alcorn, Connie Mack Baseball, 31 Woodchester Circle, Waltham, MA  02451 
 
If you have financial problems, or need a special payment plan please feel free to discuss this with us at 
registration. Only players who have paid prior to the draft, or made arrangements to do so will be assigned a 
roster position. 
 
Connie Mack will remain a wood bat league. We play Sunday through Friday.  
Sunday's games are 3pm, 5:30pm and 8pm.  Monday through Friday games are 5:30pm and 8pm. There are no 
regularly scheduled games on Saturday and no games on July 4th. Opening day is Memorial Day. 
1st game 3pm, 2nd game 5:30pm and 3rd game 8pm.. There is a three inning must play rule for players in uniform 
at game time. A list of rules, schedules, league contacts, player responsibilities, can be accessed as soon as you 
are assigned a team. Schedule will be posted on website including changes that may occur. 
 
Our mission: To provide an enjoyable, competitive baseball experience to all players, parents, coaches, league 
officials and fans. 
 
User fee(s) 
This has been adopted due to players not returning uniforms. Therefore, a $25.00 fee applies; if uniform is 
returned the $25.00 will be refunded.  Also, due to lack of parents supporting shack duties we are forced to 
apply a fee of $25.00. The $25.00 will be refunded if a parent or adult relation works one game per child 
in the shack.  There will be designated dates in the middle of August for uniform returns and shack 
duty refunds will take place at the shack.
